Did you know your student can receive more than free or reduced-

price meals when you complete a confidential school meal form? 

When everyone fills out the form, schools receive the necessary 
funding to provide all students with the highest quality education.

Eligibility:

Free and reduced-price meal eligibility is based on household size and income. 
Students who receive benefits from Supplemental Nutrition Assistance Program 
(SNAP), Food Distribution Program on Indian Reservations (FDPIR), or Temporary 

Assistance for Needy Families (TANF) may be eligible for free meals. This also 
includes foster children, migrant children, and runaway children.
